- Ca sublocotenent, a fost repartizat la Regimentul 61 Vanatori di garnizoana
Pitesti.

- Serveste pentru o scurta perioada de timp ca ofiter in garda regala la castelul
de la Savarsin

- Este numit ofiter instructor la Scoala de Ofiteri de Infanterie de la Radna in

1943.

-  Evenimentele din toamna anului 1944 determinate de intoarcerea armelor

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Din aceasta pozitie in noaptea de 23/24 august 1944 concepe si pune in aplicare

in timpul luptelor de la Paulis este ranit si luat prizonier. Evadeaza printr-o
curajoasa actiune personala, reduce la tacere o mitraliera inamica si captureaza

prizonieri din rdndul dusmanilor care-| retinusera.

Dupa luptele de la Paulis este mutat din cadrul scolii ihapoi la Regimentul 1
Vanatori cu care participa la luptele pentru eliberarea Cehoslovaciei panain 18
martie cand, ranit fiind, a fost evacuat in tara si spitalizat pana in anul urmator.

Urmeaza cursurile Institutului Militar de Educatie Fizica iar dupa absolvire, in
1948, este repartizat la Radna si in calitate de profesor de educatie fizica si la

liceul din Lipova.

Dupa liberarea din penitenciar s-a reincadrat ca profesor la Scoala Generala 22
si Liceul "Tudor Arghezi” din Craiova fiind un profesor apreciat si iubit. in anul
1952 se opune fatis ordinelor de distrugere a troitei ridicata in curtea scolii in
amintirea elevilor decedati la Paulis pe care o ridica din scoala si o muta in
curtea unei biserici din apropiere in timpul unei nopti cu ajutorul elevilor de

liceu carora le era diriginte.

in noaptea urmatoare, la insistentele noii conduceri a scolii si a secretarului de
partid, cu sprijinul secretarului orasului si aceluiasi grup de elevi din liceu,
deshumeaza si muta trupurile eroilor in parcela din cimitir in care isi duc odihna

vesnica si in ziua de azi.

Ca urmare a indraznelii sale este dat afara din randul cadrelor militare, iar
ulterior in 12 februarie 1952 este arestat, i se insceneaza un proces in urma
caruia a fost condamnat la 6 ani inchisoare corectionala, degradare militara si
confiscarea intregii averi. A fost inchis la Jilava, Vacaresti, Nazarcea, Navodari,
Capul Midia, Poarta Alba si Canal unde s-a intalnit cu alti camarazi din fosta

scoala de subofiteri.

A fost decorat cu "Coroana Romaniei” in grad de cavaler iarin anul 2000 a primit

medalia "Victoria” din partea autoritatilor Slovace.

A decedat in anul 2004 fiind inmormantat la Craiova.
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From the parts of Bailesti region, second lieutenant Virgil Andronescu attended the
courses of the "Carol I" college in Craiova of the Bucharest Military School of Infantry
Officers between 1941-1943.

Military career highlights:

- As a second lieutenant, he was assighed to the 61st Hunter Regiment of the

Pitesti garrison.
- Serves for a short time as an officer in the royal guard at the King’'s castle of

Savarsin
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He was appointed an instructor officer at the Infantry Officers' School in Radna
in 1943,

The events of the autumn of 1944, determined by the return of arms by
Romania against the Axis Powers, found him in the position of commander of
the machine gun platoon of the 8th Company of 3™ Cadets Battalion.

From this position on the night of August 23/24, 1944, he conceives and
implements the plan to capture a German military train stationed in Radna
station, after which 60 wagons are detained and 320 German prisoners are
taken.

During the battles at Paulis he is wounded and taken prisoner. He escapes
through a courageous personal action, silences an enemy machine gun and
captures prisoners from among the enemies who had detained him.

After the battles of Paulis, he was transferred from the school back to the 1st
Mountain Regiment, with which he participated in the battles for the liberation
of Czechoslovakia until March 18, when, being wounded, he was evacuated to
the country and hospitalized until the following year.

He attends the courses of the Military Institute of Physical Education and after
graduation, in 1948, he is assighed to Radna Military Unit and acts as physical
education professor at the high school in Lipova City.

In 1952, he openly opposes the orders to destroy the Cross erected in the school
yard in memory of the deceased cadets of the Non-Commissioned Military
School died in the Battle of Paulis. During the same night, with the support of
high school students for whom he was a head-teacher, he lifts the Cross from
the school and moves it to the yard of a nearby church.

The following night, at the request of the new school leadership and the
communist secretary party, with the support of the city secretary and the same
group of high school students, they exhume and move the bodies of the 43
heroes to the plot in the cemetery where they rest to this day.

As a result of his audacity, he was dismissed from the ranks of the military corp,
and later on February 12, 1952, he was arrested, a trial was staged, after which
he was sentenced to 6 years in correctional prison, military degradation and the
confiscation of all his wealth. He was imprisoned in Jilava, Vacaresti, Nazarcea,
Navodari, Capul Midia, Poarta Alba and Canal prisons where he met other
comrades from the former NCO school with whom he fought during the Battle
of Paulis.



After his release from prison, he rejoined as a teacher at 22 General School and
"Tudor Arghezi" High School in City of Craiova, being an appreciated and loved
teacher.

He was decorated with the "Crown of Romania" in the rank of Knight and in
2000 he received the "Victoria" Medal from the Slovak authorities.

He was the hearth of the Paulis Veterans Association and organized regularly
meetings of the veterans.

He passed away in 2004 being buried in Craiova City Cemetery.
